PACKING TIPS

PACK HEAVIEST ITEMS FIRST

In the bottom of the suitcase, pack shoes, travel alarm, books, etc

USE LUGGAGE SPACE WISELY

Stuff socks into your shoes.

Roll items to fill and conserve space...sometimes this helps eliminate wrinkles also

FASHION AND ACCESSORIZE LIGHTLY

Choose one or two basic colors, then utilize ‘separates’ that can be mixed and matched from day to day.  You will be covered by a coat most of the time.  You probably won’t see the same people again (outside the Edmond people who know you already) so you don’t have to impress them DAILY.

DON’T PACK TOO MUCH

An old traveler’s trick is to lay out everything you’ll need, then pack half and return the rest to your closet.

USE LIGHTWEIGHT BAGS IF POSSIBLE

Canvas or nylon bags are more economical (and lighter) than leather or plastic.

ORGANIZE WITH  ZIP-LOCK BAGS

Zip-lock food bags can be used to pack and organize smaller items.  Especially useful for liquids, toothpaste, perfumes, etc....any item that ‘may’ break or the lid dislodged ....avoiding clothing being odiferous or even ruined.

AS YOU PACK, MAKE A LIST OF THE CONTENTS OF YOUR SUITCASE

Just a thought...then keep it with your carry-on in case your luggage is lost or stolen and you need to make a claim.

BE SURE YOUR LUGGAGE IS CLEARLY LABELED.

Remove old airline tags.  Make sure your name and address is in a prominent place on the outside and it wouldn’t hurt to place a tag or just sheet of paper with information on the inside.
CARRY FRAGILE, VALUABLE AND PERISHABLE ITEMS WITH YOU.

Money, jewelry, and prescription drugs should be carried with you.  Make sure you have at least a toothbrush and other essential toiletries in your carry-on bag.  (See carry-on restrictions)

And then pack these in plastic baggies.

CARRY-ON RESTRICTIONS
The U.S. Transportation Security Administration says that all liquids and gels in carry-on luggage must be in three-ounce or smaller containers. These items must be placed in one, quart-size, zip-top, clear plastic bag, which will need to be removed from your carry-on items and placed on the conveyor belt for X-ray screening at check in.  Containers larger than three ounces are not allowed (such as rolled up toothpaste tubes).  Larger amounts of liquids and gels should be placed in your checked luggage.

There are no limits on the amounts of liquids or gels you can carry IF they are a prescription or over-the-counter medication or liquids or gels for passengers with disability or specific medical condition.  However, these items will need to be separated from your quart-size zip-lock bag and you will need to let the security officer(s) know that you have those items.
